Technology Presentation – Wissahickon High School.  Mr. Hayes provided a brief update on the infusion of the new technology at the high school.  The new technology has increased the collaboration of teachers and students.


Mr. Hayes introduced Mrs. Dianne Krause.  Mrs. Krause in January will be stepping out of the classroom and taking a new role as technology integrator at the high school.   She presented a video entitled “Technology Showcase” that showed students actively engaged in the technology provided to them.   The students show enthusiasm and are energized and the teachers are eager to learn more.   The new MacBooks provide teachers with the tools of today and for the future.  Students now have multiple opportunities to engage in a variety of meaningful learning opportunities.

Update on Strategic Planning/Recommendation.  Dr. Durtan reported the strategic planning process has been revamped at the Pennsylvania Department of Education level and training related to some of the changes has yet to be conducted.  One significant change that has caused a huge impact is that the plan is to be submitted electronically and must be submitted to various departments at the state level.  The Intermediate Unit has been charged with training school districts to complete this process under the new requirements.  For these reasons, Wissahickon School District along with other Phase III school districts, has applied for, and received, an extension for completion of the strategic plan.

The new date for submission is March 2009.  The District will be working with the Intermediate Unit regarding the training and will recommend a committee be appointed in early spring 2008.
