	Inclusion – Special Education / Regular Education

· Plan to continue with inclusionary classes for English and Social Studies into grade 10 -- have had Science inclusion for about four years.
· As students come over from the middle school, there will be more inclusion into mathematics classes.
	
	

	
	Mathematics
· Most changes occur in mathematics (next phase of rewriting the curriculum).

· Probability and Statistics (A) will be a new year-long course.

· Trigonometry (semester course) will be taken out of the curriculum (the course of study is included in Pre-Calc).

· Pre-Calc Academic (year-long course) will be offered, as well as Pre-Calc Honors
· Discrete Math will be taken out of the curriculum and incorporated into the Pre-Calc (A) course.

· Applied Geometry will be taken out of the curriculum and will not be included in any of the mathematics courses offered.

· Starting with the class of 2012 (incoming 9th graders), students will be taking 7 credits of mathematics and science.
	
	

	
	English

· No major changes.

· Year 2 of the new curriculum.

· Gifted English (11/12) will be offered (every other year cycle).
· Gifted Task Force will be asked to revisit the gifted English/Social Studies curriculum.
	
	

	
	Science
· Will continue with the Bridges to Chemistry course.  (Board approval will be required to retain the LTS position.)
· Biology (A) – two labs on a six-day cycle to be equitable with Honors. (Major Impact Item)

	Discussion took place with regard to requiring all students to take Chemistry in order to improve their PSSA scores.  Students in 10th grade, who have the mathematics background, should be encouraged to take the science. 	Technology
· Next year, review Word Processing I and II due to technology changes being made throughout the District.
