	Committee members continued discussions regarding District volunteer opportunities and clearance requirements.  Based upon the research and information received from Mr. Wolpert, legally District volunteers are not required to secure clearances.  The research also indicated that school districts in the Commonwealth handle this issue in different ways.  Mr. Wolpert and Dr. Durtan suggest that the Policy Committee address the need for a policy on school volunteers, even though it appears unlikely that volunteers are required to secure clearances based on the expressed language of these laws.  Sound legal and other reasons exist for creation of a policy which compels the securing of clearances for District volunteers.  Discussions were also held regarding the myriad of ways the community is engaged in the school district.  Suggested changes will be incorporated into the policy and this policy will appear for First Reading at the November 26, 2007 Board Meeting.

	Several revisions, including the title of the policy were made.  Committee members discussed the established parameters that were described for the distribution and posting of materials.  The criteria for content and its limitations for distribution or posting in schools were also discussed.   Only literature and materials directly related to District activities or that contribute significantly to District instructional programs may be disseminated to students and staff.  The distribution of literature relevant to student welfare will be permitted only when prior approval is granted by the superintendent or designee.
